Governments often spend large sums of money on spectacular displays to celebrate national events of significance. It is my opinion that in every country exist some excusable cases to spend some money for celebrations of national event of significance.

The money for improving of social conditions in the country must be managed separately and can not depend from the many that is provided for ceremonies.

The social condition in the country must be in balance with the expenses for celebrations. In the same time the celebrations must reflect the national identity and social conditions.
First of all, the celebrations improve the national appurtenance by their citizens. Secondly, the celebrations contribute to recognize the country abroad. 
It is necessarily to thrust the creative part and celebration and the realisation to the professionally educated teams. They must be capable to offer to us the adequate solutions. The adequate solutions signify the reasonable expenses, original idea and the high morally, messaging and artistic value.
The obvious example of those activities is the celebration of Independence Day in USA. It is a day of picnics and patriotic parades, a night of concerts and fireworks. Every year, on the July 14, are also many regional festivals, fairs traditional ceremonies, as well as sporting events, concerts, and trade shows throughout all France regions. On the other side of the earth, in Beijing, all the major parks are well decorated with a variety of flowers and trees, colourful flags and ribbons during the Chinese national day.
For conclusion I would like to let you know that I’m sure that the citizens support the celebrations if they can identify them selves. In the same time the government can use those opportunities for improving and promoting the true national identity in the international environment.
